The Day of Rejoicing. We remember all our brethren who have died in the faith and hope of
resurrection. Parishes often serve Panikhida on this day. In places where cemeteries have

dedicated Orthodox sections, priests will bless the graves of the reposed.

+Confession
Confession is a Sacrament of the Orthodox Church. It is a service of repentance meant to

reconcile us with God when we have separated ourselves from Him through our sinfulness.
